ELIGIBILITY

K-12 art teachers teaching in Pennsylvania.

Submissions must be by .jpg in a Word document and must be received by Wednesday, December 11, 2013, by 4 PM. Late submissions will not be considered.
Each artist may enter three works for consideration. Work must be original and available for exhibition if selected (no substitutions). Work must have been executed

within two years of submission.

3-D WORK

May submit second view: label 1a/1b, 2a/2b, 3a/3b; one document page for each view.

DIPTYCH & TRIPTYCH

Must be documented with an image showing the entire piece as well as for each panel.

SIZE/WEIGHT
LIMITATIONS

All work should be self-contained, requiring no additional wall construction or room darkening. Work must pass through 72”x72” doors. 3-D work cannot exceed
200 lbs.

ASSEMBLY

All work must be suitably protected and ready for exhibition.

SHIPPING

All shipped works must be packaged in reusable containers. Work should be wrapped carefully and double boxed. No loose styrofoam please. Artists should
adequately insure their work when shipped. The Kauffman Gallery will assume return shipping costs.

ENTRY REGULATIONS

Work must be produced within the last two years. The judge will reject work that does not conform to the image submitted.

For each entry submit a digital image (.jpg) inserted into a Word document. The inserted image should not exceed 6” x 9”. Include with the image the following
information: name, street address, city, state, zip, phone with area code, title, medium, size (h)x(w)x(d), and price or not for sale (value).

Titles will appear exactly as written.
If work is not for sale, please be sure to indicate insurance value, along with NFS, for insurance purposes. Values submitted may not be changed after acceptance.
Use a separate document page for each entry; i.e., three entries equals three pages.
